Qualifications: The ideal intern would be enrolled in graduate or undergraduate studies in public 
administration, political science, mass communication or another related field. The candidate 
would have strong written and verbal communication skills as well as an ability to work in 
cooperation with others. Strong assets for the intern would include a general knowledge of state 
government operations, experience with data collection and analysis, and an interest in pursuing 
a career in public policy. Knowledge of software programs such as InDesign, Word, Excel and 
webpage content management systems, or a willingness to learn about them, would be an asset.  
 
Term: Part-time position, 15-20 hours per week for a period up to one academic year  
(August 2025 – May 2026). Opportunity to start during the summer, if desired.
